These resources are valued across Saskatchewan 
and outside the Province – a case in point being Manitoba 
recently adapting our successful “Sleepless in Saskatchewan” 
workshop and resource booklet for their Province.  

This year 2013 is the 25th anniversary of the Agricultural Health and Safety Network. This is a tre-
mendous milestone.  The Network began in 1988 with six RMs and has now grown to over 200, and 
continues to grow.  This is a remarkable achievement considering the challenges of delivering health 
and safety programs and services across such a large Province to so many Rural Municipalities.  This is 
a strong testament to the dedication, passion and commitment of our staff that have worked tirelessly 
to promote and deliver Network services throughout the Province.  It is also a testament to the commit-
ment of each of the Rural Municipalities and to the continued and persistent support of SARM and the 
Ministry of Agriculture to the success of the Network.  

Growth comes with challenges, and the Network is busy making plans to meet those challenges, includ-
ing increasing capacity for clinic and workshop delivery across the Province to member RMs . This 
year, the Network, together with CCHSA, will move to its new home in the new Academic Health 
Sciences Building on the University of Saskatchewan campus.  This is an exciting time for the Network 
and the new location will provide much needed space and resources to better deliver health and safety 
programming to Saskatchewan farmers and their families.  

Please join me in congratulating the Network on its 25th Anniversary.  I can’t wait to see what the next 
25 years will bring,

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CCHSA was founded in 1987 and celebrated its 25th An-
niversary in 2011.  The Network began shortly thereafter 
when research indicated that respiratory hazards on the 
farm needed to be addressed.  Research continues to guide 
the Network’s focus on various safety concerns.  CCHSA’s 
extensive research on the respiratory effects of exposures for 
the Saskatchewan farmers impacts the Network’s outreach 
program regarding respiratory safety and hazards.  Recent 
research findings at CCHSA also illustrate that farm fami-
lies are at risk for the following reasons:

•	 Long work hours and fatigue
•	 The physical environment
•	 The aging process puts older farmers at a higher risk
•	 Children and teens are at a higher risk while parents 

cope with long work hours

The Network is CCHSA’s avenue to provide resources and 
services that consider the above, and other related concerns 
to best serve Saskatchewan farm families.  The Network’s 
resources and services reflect the issues originating in cur-
rent CCHSA research.

The Agricultural Health 
and

Safety Network

History

The Canadian Centre for Health and Safety in Agriculture 
(CCHSA) partnered with the Saskatchewan Association of 
Rural Municipalities (SARM) and six Rural Municipalities 
in 1988 to found the Agricultural Health and Safety Net-
work with the mission “to improve health and safety on the 
farm through education, service, and evaluation research.”  
In 2013 the Network is celebrating its 25th Anniversary.  
The Network now provides occupational health and safety 
services to 207 RMs that are members of the Network.  The 
Network continues to grow with a list of over 29,000 farm 
families.  This steady increase attests to the viability and 
success of an agricultural health and safety program that is 
unique to Saskatchewan and Canada.

CCHSA Research and the 
Network

Current membership is 207 RMs.  These RMs pay an an-
nual fee of $3.75 per active farm family to benefit from the 
Network resources and services.  The maximum Network 
membership fee continues to be capped at $1200 per RM.  
These partnerships act as the foundation of the Network 
and provide leverage to draw in additional resources to 
better serve Saskatchewan farmers, their families and their 
workers.

The Network sends out an annual recruitment package to 
non-member RMs, as well as visiting council meetings to 
encourage and promote membership as a valuable oppor-
tunity for the farm families in their community.  RMs that 
are new to the Network or that are rejoining this year are 
as follows:  Arborfield, Birch Hills, Garden River, Colonsay, 
Antler, Browning, Rocanville, and Sherwood Park.

Membership & Recruitment

Funding 

The Network receives funding from RM fees, the Saskatch-
ewan Ministry of Agriculture and other grants.
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The Network team is comprised of CCHSA faculty and staff.  These individuals spend all or a portion of their time on 
Network projects.  Their various areas of expertise and experience ensure that the Network has a solid foundation to work 
with.

Partnerships

The Network works to develop community partnerships 
and relationships with local RMs and various organiza-
tions to increase awareness of farm health and safety.  The 
Network also continues to partner with other organizations 
to increase the effectiveness of the program.

The Saskatchewan Alliance for Safety and Health in Agri-
culture (SASHA) is a provincial group that meets once a 
year to provide collaborative opportunities for the organi-
zations that participate.  It is an opportunity to work with 
other organizations that are also interested in farm safety, 
to prevent overlap of services and resources, and to best use 
our financial resources.  CCHSA will continue to host these 
annual meetings to ensure that all provincial farm safety 
organizations have the opportunity to build strong partner-
ships with each other.  The 2012 meeting was April 18th.

Network Mailing List

This list is updated twice a year before the mail out to be as 
accurate as possible, to prevent overlap, and to prevent un-
necessary expenditure.

There are a significant number of people who still prefer 
paper copies of newsletters, resources, etc. We continue to 
provide farm families with this service as well as providing 
electronic access to resources

This resource is delivered twice a year and mailed to Sas-
katchewan farm families that are enrolled in the Network 
by their RM.  Currently over 29,000 farm families receive 
this farm safety newsletter that includes current agriculture 
issues, scholarship information, farm safety articles and tips 
and contact information.

SA’s rural research and the 
special connection between 
the Network and CCHSA’s 
research.  It highlighted the 
Saskatchewan Farm Injury 
Project findings and how the 
Network develops resources 
and activities supporting 
these findings.

This issue announced the 
Network’s upcoming anni-
versary year and celebratory 
scholarships.  It discussed rural 
concerns such as the economic 
impacts of injuries on the farm, 
horse safety, contact dermatitis, 
and drinking water.

Rising to this challenge, and exceeding initial expectations, the invited stakeholders 
provided key input on issues integral to a proposed national program of applied 
research necessary to develop occupational hygiene programs in agriculture with 
the mission:  “to achieve, through a Canadian coordinated approach to applied 
research and its effective translation, a safe, healthy and productive agricultural 
sector for farmers, farm workers, rural communities, and the Canadian public.”

What is Industrial Hygiene?
It is a preventive practice in the workplace including the development of 
corrective measures in order to control hazards by reducing or eliminating the 
exposure.  The Hierarchy of Control is explained in detail on page seven.

The diversity and wisdom of all participants contributed to a proposal for The 
Canadian AgriSafety Applied Research Program.  It has the potential to change 
the face of agricultural health and safety, and promises historical significance 
leading the way into a golden era where no one is hurt farming.

On February 16th in Saskatoon 110 
stakeholders including producers, policy 
makers, safety practitioners, researchers 
and industry partners gathered at 
a National Summit to discuss the 
priorities and gaps in agricultural safety 
research.  The knowledgeable energetic 
people from across the province  
and representing national institutions 
received a challenge:  to provide input 
into the priorities and recommendations 
of the proposed Canadian AgriSafety 
Applied Research Program.  It is a 
program to change the way agricultural 
safety research is performed, perceived, 
and followed through.

CCHSA research recognizes that 
respiratory hazards on the farm

work- place.  It seemed particularly fitting to 
do a project regarding respiratory safety 
in CCHSA’s 25th Anniversary year.  This 
project was completed last year.  Since 
then a copy has been sent out to each 
member RM accompanied by a poster.  It 
has also been posted on our website to 
increase its value to as many people as 
possible.  In addition, a request has been 
made by another organization to use it in 
their education and training sessions.

Farm Safety Walkabout

Thanks to $10,000 funding from 
Farm Credit Canada the up-
dated and reprinted Farm Safety 
Walkabout booklet will be devel-
oped into a “Train-the-Trainer” 
manual which inclues resources 
and activities.  This will give farm 
families another tool to keep 
their families safe.  It is suitable 

to use with children, new workers, and workers where 
English is a second language.  Twelve workshops are 
being offered throughout 2013.

Farm Safety Plan Workshops

The Farm Safety Plan workshop series was developed 
and piloted two years ago in partnership with CASA. The 
workshops have continued with funding from Farm Credit 
Canada until December, 2012.  This three year project has 
resulted in a useful workshop which will continue to be of-
fered.

Hearing Clinics are provided in a format similar to the Respi-
ratory Clinic.  Trained staff work with farmers and their families 
in their local community to increase awareness of noise hazards 
on the farm, develop methods to reduce their exposure to harm-
ful noise and show how they and their physician can monitor the 
effects of hazardous noise on their hearing.  

Respiratory Clinics are an educational and respiratory 
screening service provided to rural residents in the Network 
RMs.  A registered nurse works with farmers and their families 
in their local community to increase awareness of health and 
safety risks associated with respiratory hazards on the 
farm, develop methods to reduce their exposure and show 
how they and their family physician can monitor the ef-
fects such hazards have on their respiratory health.  

The Network works in co-operation with the RMs to advertise and encourage participation in the clinics.

The following clinics have taken place or are planned to occur prior to 
April 2013
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Federated Co-operatives Limited 
joined with the Agricultural Health 
and Safety Network to present Re-
spiratory Health Clinics in specific 
communities throughout 2013. This 

pilot program recognizes the importance of safe farming 
practices for farmers and their families.
